 Ensure my child is dressed in accordance with 
the school uniform policy and has the correct 
equipment for the school day. 

 Look after any school possessions returning 
them in the same condition. 

 Prepare my child for school by ensuring they 
are emotionally and physically prepared for 
the school day. 

 Aim to attend school 100% of the time and be 
on time. 

 Be the best version of myself. 

 Follow and respect our school values of 
Friendship, Thankfulness, Forgiveness and 
Hope. 

 Respect all members of our community. 

 Look after our school, the school site and our 
resources. 

 Read at least 4 times a week to myself or an 
adult. 

 Try my hardest in all areas of the curriculum.
